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Ross introduced us to these three over-
lapping goals of education.

“Three key school goals help identify
competencies that the school library
implements to lead the school in reach-
ing these goals.

1. Learning and achievement

School libraries develop information-to-
knowledge competencies for students
to develop deep knowledge and deep
understanding

2. Literacy development through
reading and writing.  School libraries
develop motivation, curiosity and pas-
sion for reading and writing in all for-
mats

Becoming productive members of
society. School libraries develop
knowledge competencies and responsi-
bilities related to personal development
and becoming a productive citizen.”

After this challenging and productive
seminar, you may hear strange mutter-
ings from attendees: “Wallow in immer-
sion”. “Ban note taking at the initiation
stage”. “Praise, question and polish”,
“Ban those bird units” and “Don’t water
a rock” or even “Do you follow me?”

We may now be brave enough to re-
place the old 6 stages of the information
process with Carol Kulthau's research-
based process, the 7 stages of Initia-
tion, Selection, Exploration, Collec-
tion, Transformation, Presentation

and Assessment . It's time!

On Friday 22™ August, Kevin Hennah pre-
sented a day long seminar for Libraries
entitled Re-think. Reinvent. Rejuvenate. It
was advertised as “an interior design,
merchandising and space management
workshop for Libraries” and indeed that
was the essence of the session. Hosted
at Wesley College, the workshop chal-
lenged participants to think outside the
square.

Kevin encouraged us to look at our librar-
ies from the customers’ perspective. Ex-
ternal signage is very important. We all
know that first impressions count and this
concept should be translated to selling
your library to your clients before they
even step in the door. What is it people
see when they first approach your library?
Does it grab attention? What statement
does it make?

Once you have your customers through
the door you need to employ merchandis-
ing strategy to encourage people to
“discover and select more than they an-
ticipated”. There are a number of strate-
gies that can be employed to achieve this:
managing traffic flow and identifying the
value of space are two used within the re-
tail business which can be quite easily
transposed into your school library. Identi-
fying “traffic zones” into primary (“hot
spots” that people see straight away),
secondary (“warm space” where they
might pass) and tertiary (“cold space”
spots they might miss) can greatly im-
prove your selling capabilities. Selling
might seem an odd term to use in asso-
ciation with a library but in effect this is
what you are doing.

The use of colour and

seating arrangements

can be used to create spaces within your
existing configurations. You may be sur-
prised by how much change you can cre-
ate simply by re-arranging a few items of
furniture. Other considerations include:
consistency in use of internal signage;
simplifying messages; keeping the use of
computer generated clip-art posters to a
minimum — they can look quite tacky and
date quickly.

The basic message that came out of the
day, for me, was that we need to take a
different approach to how we market our
school libraries. We need to start thinking
like bookstores and other retailers to en-
tice people to “buy our products”. Overall
the day passed all too quickly and I'm sure
most participants left full of enthusiasm
and great ideas of how to improve their
library space. Thanks to Kevin for a very
interesting and thought provoking session.

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A professional development session or-
ganised by the Western Australian School
Library Association was held on Wednes-
day, 3" September, 2008 at St Stephen’s
School, Duncraig.

The presentation by Caroline Brasnett,
Principal Consultant IP and Copyright, was
both informative and relevant to all staff
working within the education sector.

Some of the subjects included ownership
of copyright, the use of copyright under the
new section 200AB flexible dealing and
copyright issues in schools and intellectual
property. Most intellectual property in edu-
cation is subject to copyright so any intel-
lectual property being developed is owned
by the employer. If any new material is be-
ing developed then the employee must
speak to their employer and seek agree-
ment in writing with the employer regarding
the ownership.

The presentation on copyright detailed the
issues dealing with copying by staff and
the appropriate acknowledgement of own-
ers of copyright on any staff or student
documents. There are copyright surveys
every 7 or 8 years so it was recommended
that all licences owned should be kept on
file. It is important for every educational
institution to keep accurate records of
downloads and worksheets at one location.
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The information Caroline presented

was invaluable as it clarified many
details regarding the new provisions
under the Copyright Act and emphasised
the importance of checking these provi-
sions.
